RECOGNIZING A STROKE: Researchers have discovered a fourth sign that may
indicate someone is having a stroke. Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to
identify. By asking four simple questions, you can help.

Ask the person to SMILE.

Ask the person to TALK and SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE.
Ask him/her to RAISE BOTH ARMS.

Ask the person to STICK OUT HIS TONGUE.

If he/she has trouble with any ONE of these tasks or if the tongue is “crooked” or
goes to one side, then call an emergency number and describe the symptoms to the
dispatcher.

By recognizing these symptoms and getting immediate help, doctors could be able to
reverse the effects of the stroke if medical care is received within three hours.
